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NYS DOT
Saratoga County Web Site – J. Kemper reported that county uploaded trail maps this afternoon – Troy is taking care of link to PLAN website.  M. Wyatt checked w. DOT/Parks on trail web info. Clifton Park and Halfmoon included – others towns/cities need to get info to county.  County Planning requests for info have not received responses from most of the towns/cities. 

Zim Smith Trail 

1. Connection to Mechanicville – County Economic Development Committee discussing working w. PLAN to assure that the offer from the railroad is accepted.  Asked J. Kemper to look at necessary connections and potential costs of construction.  To report at Dec. Meeting of Cty. Comm.. 
2. Connection to the Village of Ballston Spa – K. Kemper reported that construction of extension from Mourningkill to Zepco Lane has started. Bridge over Mourningkill underway. HMA is contractor. It will be paved in spring.  Railroad is undertaking their improvements and the construction from Zepco Lane to Oak St. will be 100% county funds.  No snowmobiles will be allowed on railroad property which is the portion of the trail from Zepco to Oak. 
3. Connection from Malta to the Kaydeross and Spa State Park – S. Miller and K. Kress reported on sub-committees actions to date:

a. 2 landowners hold property that is needed for the connection.

b. Asked Malta to check status of Cunningham Parcel, ROW on county sewer.

c. Potential use of road corridor in Malta – J. Kemper to follow-up.
d. Potential revolving fund that would allow PLAN/town/county to purchase property – establish trail ROW – and then sell the property to replenish fund.  How could that be established?

e. DOT – potential for separate path on route 50 – M. Wyatt indicated would be remote possibility.
f. GIS map for planning to be generated by T. Hilts for S. Miller – done.
4. Saratoga Spa State Park to Railroad Run – Geyser Road – K. Kress reported that study is underway. Consultants are Elan Planning and Design and Greenman Pederson.  CDTC, Saratoga Cty, City of SS, DOT, CDTA and OPRHP are all involved in the study.  There will be a public meeting in January to look at ideas.  This will include improvements to Rt. 50 and connecting bike and pedestrians between park, Geyser Rd and Railroad Run.
5. Signage – J. Kemper reviewing potential signage package and needs w. Greenman Pederson.

Saratoga Spa State Park - K. Kress reported on the Draft Spa Park Master Plan – responses to comments are in draft – public release in December.

a. New Trails constructed in park.

b. Comprehensive signage plan – waiting for funding.

c. Will send “cut sheets” to J. Kemper so he has a sample for county signage plan.

Moreau Lake State Park – K. Kress reported that Park’s is installing trail and interpretive signage.  Screening has been planted around the Saratoga County Treatment Facility.  County Forest Lands are adjacent to Moreau Lake. It was suggested that Saratoga County  reach out to Adirondack/Glens Falls Transportation Committee with regards to extending a bike path from South Glens Falls to Moreau Lake, through the County Forest Lands.  There could be potential for equine trail system although recent experience w. equine use has been poor.  The trails in the park at up and down the mountain and are rocky and steep.  Parks has had to respond to distress calls from equestrians who went up and couldn’t come down.  
Luther Forest Trail System – Need to get maps of 100 acre wood trail system for uploading on web sites.  A. Ball to be contacted.
Saratoga County Trails Committee

1. Edie/Bullard Road trail system in conjunction w. Wilton Wildlife Preserve &Park and TNC under construction.  2 parking areas – county working on them. 

2. Quotes on trail markers being obtained.

3. Not sure where next trail effort might occur.
Champlain Canalway Trail – (Waterford to Whitehall)
1. M. Wyatt reported that group is developing a portfolio of different locations along the canal that need to be addressed for continuous trail as well as an “asset map”.
2. Dix Bridge – significant connection between Saratoga and Washington Ctys- will take trail across the Hudson at Lock 5.  Federal Trail funds approved for the renovation of the bridge – Saratoga Cty and the Saratoga/Washington on Hudson Partnership seeking $600k local share. Saratoga County Supervisors taking the lead.
3. Mechanicville/Momentive/Tow Path/EPA Waterline  J. Stokes to tour section – arrange meeting w. Mechanicville and Waterford.
Equine Usage – MA Morgan indicated that 10-12 horses will participate in “Turkey Trot” on new County trail off Loudon Road.  Will assure that Supervisor Vietch knows time of event as well as press coverage.   Equine groups have identified 4H group to clean up horse droppings on Loudon Road trail system. 

Spruce Mountain Fire Tower and Trail – Appears that there is some movement between DEC and County. J. Kemper to check.
Saratoga County Green Infrastructure Plan
1. County 2010 budget reduces grant amount to $500,000.  This poses a difficult problem for project funding. 

2. Still need to encourage county to undertake other items in Green Infrastructure Plan.
